SLOW PLAY
There have been some complaints about slow play.  Although it is the Directors’ primary responsibility to ensure play continues at an even tempo it must be realised that as we have playing directors, players must take more responsibility themselves.  Also we have a number of new members filtering into club play and naturally it will take them time to get up to speed.  Be patient at all times and if you can help other players or tables to speed up please do so.  A session of bridge should be about three hours and it is seldom that this mark is missed.
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RAINBOW INDIVIDUAL IN-HOUSE TOURNAMENT

To be held on Sunday June 17 at 1pm (seated by 12.45pm). Bring a plate. Sponsored by The Law Connection.

This is designed to be a fun day of bridge with each player playing either with or against all other players. Prizes to the top four in each section.

Because of the movement a specific number of tables are required. Therefore there may need to be some juggling of names if the numbers don’t fit.  Best insurance to make sure you are there is to enter early on the notice board at the club.

CLAIMS AND CONCESSIONS

There is some confusion about the laws surrounding claims and concessions.  Sometimes when a side makes a claim the opponents ask for the hand to be played out.  There is no provision for this.  When a claim is made play ceases.  LAW 68 D: “After any claim or concession, play ceases. ...if it is doubted by any player (dummy included), the Director must be summoned.”

But claimants should be aware of LAW 68C:”A claim should be accompanied at once by a clear statement as to the order in which cards will be played, of the line of play or defence through which the claimer proposes to win the tricks claimed.”  An airy fairy comment that “all the tricks are good” will not do.  If that happens, then as the NZBridge Manual says: “Despite the declarer swearing on a stack of bibles that he/she knew there was a trump out, if he/she was too careless not to mention it, then he/she may easily have forgotten it, and the defence is allocated a trick”.

CONCESSION
If a player by word or by deed (exposing his/her cards) concedes, then this can be countermanded by LAW 68B2:”..if.his/her partner immediately objects, no concession has occurred.”
If there is any doubt whatsoever call the director.
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We have been pre-empted by the Lions Club who have also selected July 7 to run a monster garage sale.  It has been decided to postpone our event until Saturday September 8 and further information and calls for stuff will be made later.

CLUB RULES

You may recall that we changed our rules at the last AGM to allow us to send official notices to members by email.  The rules have now been approved by the Registrar of Incorporated Societies and copies have been posted on the notice boards.  If any member wishes to have a copy of the new rules they should apply to the Secretary.

LESSONS

The current set of lessons is drawing to a close and it is likely that at least ten new members will be playing at the club soon.  Please make them welcome (by wearing your name tag so they know who you are) and be patient and helpful until they learn the ropes.

Knowing the rules of bridge is extremely helpful when playing.  For instance which option of the five you have, do you choose when someone leads out of turn?
