Dale’s Tips (9)

This month we will look at what bids are forcing and those which are non-forcing.
Consider this recent tale of woe

Apparently South was furious as they had a big hand.  The question is was 3C forcing?  The answer is an unequivocal NO.  When South doubled it could be expected that they held 11 to 18 points.  With 19+ points a cue bid would have been the best bid.  North has 0 to 9 points, with 10+ points they should jump to 3H.  The 3C bid shows a better than opening hand, around 16 to 18 points but is not forcing.  North can and should pass with low points, as in this case.
Forcing bids fall into a number of camps. The most obvious are responding to conventioal bids such as Takeout doubles, Stayman, Cue bids and Ace asking bids. Then there is the forcing to game bids, the most obvious of these is opening 2C with 23+ points. Consider this bidding.

Now any bid by North, apart from 2NT, is forcing and South must bid again. South may pass a 2NT bid if they have little or no points, but should bid again with 3 to 7 points. The point here is if North doesn't want South to pass under any circumstances, then do not bid 2NT. A positive response from South forces the partnership to game with the prospect of slam. Positive responses to other conventional bids are usually game forcing.  See the series below.

The most common forcing bid is a change in suit by responder. Whenever responder changes suit this is forcing for at least one round.  The exception is when responder had the opportunity to open but didn't, thus limiting their hand to less than opening strength.  In this case the opening bidder may pass the new suit response.  In the situation where responder has close to an opening hand they need to jump the bidding one level to show this strength. 
A change of suit at the lowest possible level by the opener is not forcing, responder may pass if minimum for their bid.  If opener wants to encourage responder to bid again then they need to jump the bidding one level.

ANNOUNCEMENTS – REGULATIONS CHANGED IN 2013

The 1C and 1NT opening bids should now always be accompanied by an announcement from partner clarifying the meaning of the bid. For example:

An Acol type 1C bid – partner announces, ie “2 plus clubs”, “3 plus clubs”, “4 plus clubs”, or whatever the guaranteed minimum club holding is for the opener, and “opening strength”.

For strong club systems partner says “strong” and announces the point range, ie Precision players should announce “strong, at least 16 points”.

1NT – partner announces point range – eg 12-14 or 15-17 and balanced.

Prompting players for an announcement may help to better establish this ruling.

ALERTS

The types of calls which should be alerted fall roughly into three categories:

Conventional calls: any call which does not show a willingness to play in the denomination specified OR does not promise at least three cards in the suit bid (in a minor) or four cards (in a major). Examples are:

· 2D – A strong 19-21 point range, with a 5-card or better rebid OR a multi-two opener with two or more different meanings.

· Transfers over NT openings.

· 2NT enquiry over a weak 2 opening by the opposition.

Negative or point range responses should also be alerted as these are not showing a willingness to play in that suit, merely a point range.

Bids meaning what they say but also show something else:  Not in common use at our Club but an example might be 2S showing 5 spades and a 4 plus minor or 1 of a major opening which may have a longer minor.

Natural bids which have a different meaning to that commonly expected:  Also not common at our Club but an example could be 2H/S indicating a strong 17+ point hand with at least 5 in the bid major.

Some calls are deemed to be self-alerting and these are:

· all bids of the opponents suit, ie 1D/2D immediate cue-bid;

· all doubles and redoubles;

· All calls at the four level and higher – except for conventional opening bids;

· 2C game force opening and negative 2D response; and

· 2C simple Stayman response to an opening 1NT bid, and the 2D response denying a four card major.

When in doubt as to whether to alert it's probably preferable to do so, giving opponents the opportunity to enquire.
