Dale’s Tips (10)
This month we will look at rebidding hands whose strength has already been limited.

In many cases hands are being rebid when all the information to describe the hand was covered by the first bid.  This is particularly the case with pre-emptive type bids.  In most cases after a pre-emptive bid the bidder should pass thereafter, leaving it to partner to make the decisions.  They know your hand but you know little about theirs. Consider these bidding sequences:

2H is 6 to 10 points with 6 card suit.

Under no circumstances should North now bid.  There is the risk of pushing E/W into a making game or South may have good defence against a spade contract.  Even worse is being doubled and going umpteen light to give E/W a top board. South is in charge of the decision making, whether to defend or sacrifice.

Again North should not now bid.  In both cases South has shown no desire to compete in Hearts.  In the second example South should have a diamond suit as good as or better than North’s heart suit and a probable void in hearts.  If South has two hearts then they should support hearts if they want to compete.

Another limiting bid is 1 No Trumps, either as an opening bid or in response to partner’s opening bid.  Unless partner has made an encouraging bid then your next bid is usually pass. EG.

North knows South has 6 to 9 points and is saying they don’t like no trumps. South should pass. If North happens to jump the bidding to 3 Hearts, which usually shows 6 hearts, this is inviting to game.  South should then bid to game with 8 or 9 points, either 3 no trumps or 4 hearts depending on their heart holding.  With 6 or 7 points they should pass, but the hand should be re-valued if South happens to have secondary heart support.
Lastly the support for opener’s suit at the lowest possible level falls into the same camp as the 1 no trumps response.  Unless partner has made some sort of encouraging bid you have said your all.  In particular be careful after a takeout double by opponents.

Both North and South need to be careful here.  If I am South in this situation and I have Spade support I am likely to bid with as little as 3 points. Generally North should consider that South has a weak hand because there are a lot of other encouraging bids South could make including redouble, jump in Spades or bid of a new suit.

Directors Corner (2)
More on Alerts
Once you have alerted a bid then wait to be asked for the explanation.  Under no circumstances start providing the partnership agreements prior to being asked by the opponents, as this may provide unauthorised information (UI) to your partner. UI will be covered in more detail in future articles.

Remember that the information required to be provided is the partnership agreements for that bid.  The principle should be to disclose partnership agreements as much as you can, and as comprehensively as possible, not as little as you can get away with.

However, you do not have to provide an interpretation of the bid, as is sometime sort by a comment from an opponent “What is your understanding of that bid?”  

To re-iterate, it is the partnership agreements that need to be provided, not your interpretation of the bid. 

 In saying that, some partnership experiences will be considered as partnership agreements and should be alerted and explained. 

For example, an unusual 2 No Trump overcall made by a partner who from your partnership experience sometimes has only four cards instead of five of one of the suits, should have this information included in the explanation.  

The explanation could go something like this. “6 to 12 points, five, five or better in the minors, but sometimes may only have four in one of the suits.”

Another example is the meaning of a double, is it penalty or takeout or something else?  It can be assumed that for experienced partnerships there is a partnership agreement or understanding what the double means.

If you do not happen to have a partnership agreement for a bid, then if you are asked, state that you do not have any agreement.  You may hazard a guess what the bid means, but you don’t need to, and shouldn’t, tell anyone what your guess is. This provides partner with unauthorised information.

However for partnerships that have played together for some time then it can be assumed that there is a partnership agreement, either explicitly or implicitly, arising from partnership experience.

If during a bidding sequence an opponent states that they do not have a partnership agreement and you suspect that they should, then call the Director to have the matter clarified.

If, as a Director, you get called to adjudicate on such a matter then you will need to make a judgement taking into account the bids and your knowledge of the partnership experience. You may need to take one or both (not at the same time) members of the partnership away from the table to make appropriate enquiries as to partnership agreements, understandings and experience.

Experienced partnerships need to take care that they explain both partnership agreements and understandings arising from partnership experience.

Please make a big effort to alert when required and to provide a proper explanation of the partnership agreements. And, it is better to state you have no agreement, than to give a wrong explanation.  You could mislead partner as much as the opponents! (Although partner should ignore your explanation as it provides unauthorised information.)
